Letter from the Committee for Agrarian Issues and Environmental Protection of the RK Senate

In response to your letter to the Parliament of the Republic Kazakhstan, the Committee for Agrarian Issues and Environmental Protection reports that we have carefully studied the question raised by you regarding the implementation of the “Moinak Electricity Transmission Project”.

In order to clarify the situation with regard to the given project’s implementation, your letter was forwarded to the ministries of energy and mineral resources, environment protection, and agriculture; the replies received are appended (5 pages).

As noted in the information from the Ministry of Agriculture and the Ministry of Environment Protection, the question of the choice of routes for the overhead transmission lines (OHTL) is a crucial one, and the passage of such lines across the territory of Charyn and Altyn-Emel national parks will, indeed, contradict the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Specially Protected Natural Territories”.

According to the report from the Ministry of Energy and Mineral Resources, KEGOC is currently studying  all possible variants for the passage of the OHTL for the “Moinak Electricity Transmission Project” that avoid the territory of the national parks, and the choice of a route for OHTL will be made in strict compliance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan; all necessary information regarding the passage of the lines will accordingly be made available to the public.
