In response to your open letter of May 19, 2009, concerning the planned construction of two 220-kV overhead transmission lines (OHTL) within the framework of the “Moinak Electricity Transmission Project”, I can report the following.

At the present time, no decision has been made regarding the choice of a route for OHTL, and the joint stock company KEGOC is studying  all possible variants for the passage of the 220-kV OHTL that avoid the territory of Charyn and Altyn-Emel national parks.

According the official application by KEGOC, expressed at a briefing on May 21, 2009, the choice of a route for OHTL will be made in strict compliance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and all necessary information regarding the passage of the lines will be made available to the public.
